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Pastor Daveôs Reflections 
 
Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! By his great mercy we have been born anew to a living 

hope through the resurrection of Jesus from the dead and to an inheritance which is imperishable, undefiled, and 

unfading, kept in heaven for you, who by Godôs power are guarded through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed 

in the last time. 1 Peter 1:3-5 
  
            As graduations have happened and Memorial Day has been celebrated, we embark on a season that is filled 

with activity all its own. There was a time in my life that summer meant days of rest, relaxation and recreation along 

with mowing lawn and pulling weeds in the family garden; in other words, activity that did not include any mention 

of school. Summer also was a time of back yard barbeques and pitching tents for sleeping in the great outdoors of the 

urban neighborhood. Later in the summer this would include a week of camping in the woods whether it was Bible 

camp or scout camp or some other kind of youth camp. 
What the above verses also remind me of is not necessarily the new chapter in the year summer would be. 

Rather they remind me of the results of activity that happened at the end of summer and early fall; my mother 

canning fruits and vegetables, making jams and jellies and putting up jars of dill pickles. Every time we opened one 

of the jars during the following winter and spring, we could get a taste of the previous summer that had been 

preserved. 
In a way, a similar kind of activity is being described by the writer of the 1 Peter. The life, death AND 

resurrection of Jesus is preserving like process for believers. This preserving activity that Godôs mercy is enables all 

who believe to live in hope of what has been promised. The inheritance promised has been made possible by the 

preserving action of Godôs mercy. This inheritance, like the jars of fruits, vegetables, pickles and the like that were 

organized on the shelves in storage room in our basement, is described three ways. 
First, it is imperishable. Once opened, a jar of canned goods needs to be used in a reasonable amount of time 

or it spoils and needs to be disposed of. Because of the preserving nature and quality of Godôs mercy, the forgiveness 

and grace never spoil. There is nothing that can make it rot or decay because the preserving process includes the 

cross and resurrection of Jesus. 
Second, it is undefiled. Sometimes the things we use have a flaw in them that affects how well the tasks are 

accomplished or not. Or, when it comes to food, a chemical or bacteria gets into it that makes it unusable. Such has 

been the case in Flint, Michigan where harmful elements made it into the cityôs water supply causing health issues 

for the residents. When it comes to Godôs promised inheritance, there is nothing that can taint or diminish it in any 

way. 
Finally, it is unfading and kept safe for all believers. Many of us have items that require regular cleaning, 

buffing or shining to maintain their luster. We also do our best to protect our eyes to keep them as healthy as we can 

so the ability to see clearly does not fade. The gift of God the writer tells us will not lose its luster in any way 

because of the same mercy that makes it imperishable and undefiled. 
What it comes down to though is this. Will we allow God through this relationship called faith established as 

we were born anew in the waters of baptism, guard all this for us? Or, will we assume that we can take care of all 

this ourselves or think we have found a better way to do this?  Truth be told, none of the produce my mother 

gathered could have processed itself or been preserved. For all who believe it is the mercy of God that has preserved 

us, sustains us and gives us hope. May the world see this in our lives. Amen.
