On October 25, 2020 we will celebrate Reformation Sunday. On October 31, 1517, 
Martin Luther nailed the 95 Theses to the All Saints’ Church door in Wittenberg, 
Germany. These statements were an invitation to a discussion, they impacted the 
social and political world in a big way! Luther had no intention of starting a new 
church. He wanted a discussion to encourage changes in the Catholic church that he 
loved so much; however, within weeks the news of the contents spread. Soon, it 
seemed that many theologians agreed with Luther, and the Protestant Reformation 
began. The Catholic church considered Luther a heretic and threatened to burn him at 
the stake. Luther was excommunicated from the Catholic church by Pope Leo in 1520. 
On Reformation Sunday we use red paraments on the altar.  We easily relate the red 
to Pentecost as the color of the Holy Spirit, but red is also the color of martyrdom. 
Luther and others are celebrated on this Sunday as the martyrs of the Christian church.  
Wear red on Sunday October 25th as we celebrate the reformation!  
 

October is also known for at least 105 national celebrations! One of the most well-
known is Breast Cancer Awareness Month. Women, please take the time to make sure 
that you follow your doctor’s guidelines for the best ways to detect breast cancer 
early. And men, don’t forget, though the lifetime risk for men to get breast cancer is 
about 1 in 833 U.S. men compared to 1 in 8 for U.S. women, it can happen. Awareness
